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What to do if you LOSE your cat or dog?

If your pet goes missing ….

· Look all over your property – including new places where your pet may hide, eg. Behind furniture, appliances, the garden bushes, in a bedroom, the garage, even in a fireplace

· Search your local streets and contact your neighbours

· Help your pet find his way home by ensuring he has a well-fitted collar and pet tag that includes your current contact details

· Call your local vets (not just your usual vet), the Council / Pound and animal rescue organisations, including NRAS – 6681 1860 and ARRG – 6622 1881

· Do a letterbox drop in as broad a sweep of neighbouring streets as possible and also local shops, supermarkets, beach tracks and village noticeboards … someone may have seen your pet

· Post details on local community noticeboards including shops, supermarkets, on beach tracks or on social media site

· Most important of all is to ensure your pet is microchipped and you update your details with your local council if you move or your details change.
